PURPOSE: 
 
To consider amending Contract 98-7276 with the PATH Foundation to extend the term an additional five (5) years 
to October 15, 2008.  

And 
To consider authorizing the Chief Executive Officer to execute all necessary documents pertaining to this project.  
 
NEED/IMPACT: 
 
On October 15, 1998, a Master Agreement was executed with the PATH Foundation for the construction of multi-
use trails in DeKalb County.  The agreement set the terms under which PATH could perform design and 
construction services on behalf of the County.  The agreement has been utilized for several projects on the Stone 
Mountain–Atlanta and Arabia Mountain Trails. This productive partnership with PATH has allowed the County to 
utilize approximately $2.6 million in GDOT Transportation Enhancement funds for these projects, while allowing 
PATH to manage the designs and bid the projects to construction.  On a typical project, PATH pays for the survey, 
design, construction management and half of the local share of construction.  PATH also maintains the trails after 
construction.  The current agreement has a maximum five (5) year term that expires October 15, 2003.
