To consider calling a referendum vote on the issuance of General Obligation Bonds in one or more series (1) in the
aggregate principal amount of $79,000,000 to provide monies for the acquisition, construction, renovation and
equipping of certain transportation projects, (2) in the aggregate principal amount of $96,460,000 to provide monies
for the acquisition, construction, renovation and equipping of certain, parks and greenspace projects, and (3) in the
aggregate principal amount of $54,540,000 to provide monies for the acquisition, construction, renovation and
equipping of certain library projects located wholly within the County.

NEED/IMPACT:

The Administration has deemed it to be in the best interest of the citizens of the County to acquire, construct, renovate
and equip certain transportation, parks greenspace, recreation and library projects and that there exists an immediate
and urgent need for such projects.
